Llwybr Llinol sy'n dilyn Llwybr Arfordir Cymru yng Ngogledd
Cymru, sy'n mynd heibio Gardd Fotaneg Treborth (sydd yng
ngofal Prifysgol Bangor), coetir, golygfeydd o'r Fenai a Phont
Britannia cyn gorffen ar Ystad y Faenol sydd yng ngofal yr
Ymddiriedolaeth Genedlaethol.

Route Information:

A linear route following the Wales Coast Path in north
Wales, taking in Treborth Botanic Garden (maintained by
Bangor University), woodland, views of the Menai Strait
and Britannia Bridge before ending on the Faenol Estate
maintained by the National Trust.

You can follow a shorter, circular route can also by
following the Wales Coast Path for 1 kilometre and then
ascending gradually to the botanic gardens.

Ceir toiledau yn archfarchnad Waitrose
Porthaethwy (dros y bont ar Ynys Mon) ac yn yr Antelope Inn ar
ochr Treborth i Bont y Borth. Ar ben arally llwybr ceir toiledau
hygyrch yn nhref Y Felinheli ar Ffordd y Traeth.

Proffil y llwybr/Route Profile

Start: Treborth Botanic Garden.

Finish: Faenol Estate (nearest landmark on a map is
“Boathouse Covert").

Distance: The linear route is 3 kilometres or 2 miles

(there and back).

Time: Allow 2 to 3 hours.

Surface: Compacted stone with a loose surface in some
places. Some uneven ground.

Slopes: The route has some slopes and steep camber in some
places and some users may need help.

Route profile: The route profile shows the route elevation in
one direction only, from start to finish.

Path width: Minimum is 1.5 metre.

Kissing Gate: There is one kissing gate at the entrance to the
route from the botanic garden.

There is a gate from the path onto the road as you enter
Felinheli. Other barriers - There is a cattle grid and a narrow
ornate metal gate (approximately 1 metre width) at the other
end of the route on the Faenol Estate. This may mean some
visitors will need to turn back at this point.

Parking: There is limited parking with two disabled bays at
the entrance to Treborth Botanic Garden. Read more about
Treborth Botanic Garden https://treborth.bangor.ac.uk/

There are several disabled parking spaces at the Felinheli end
of the route along Beach Road.

Toilets: There are no accessible toilets at Treborth Botanic
Garden at present. Toilets are in Menai Bridge Waitrose
supermarket (across the bridge on Anglesey) and the Antelope
Inn on the Treborth side of the Menai Suspension Bridge. At the
other end of the route there are accessible toilets in the town
of Felinheli on Beach Road. We always recommend carrying

a paper map as a back up to a phone-based mapping app if
you're not familiar with this area of the Wales Coast Path.
